Eligibility

Applicants must submit project concepts that focus their research in one, 
or more than one, of the ODA eligible country(ies) within the three GCBC 
geographic regions of interest:

• Latin America & the Caribbean.
• Sub Saharan Africa.
• Southeast Asia & the Pacific.

Geography

Small Island Developing States within the geographic regions of interest are included.

Eligibility – cont.

• Applications for project concept(s) must be:
• led by an organisation with offices in an ODA eligible country, or
• led by an organsiation which forms part of a consortium with 

organisations that have an office in an ODA eligible country(ies).

GCBC Programme funding

The key eligibility for all Official Development Assistance (ODA) funding is that: 
"The main objective should be the promotion of economic development 
and welfare of developing countries."

Eligibility – cont.

• Applications are encouraged from many different types of potential Delivery Partners (Organisations), both 
local and international, including, but not limited to:

• non-government organisations,
• civil society organisations,
• multilateral organisations,
• academic institutions,
• private sector partners.

• Funding can also be awarded to parastatal organisations as long as the proposed activities are not receiving 
funding from other governments.

• UN bodies are eligible under the same terms and conditions as other applicants.

Applicants can also refer to organisation eligibility criteria 'Annex D05 of ITA pack'.

• Complementary expertise and location in SE Asia
• Looking for collaborators in setting the grant idea
• Research partners
• A partner that can leverage the capacity to lift people out of poverty with solutions that 

harmonize both people and planet.
• Learning and experiences sharing
• Business opportunities / Financing of entrepreneurial initiatives
• Funding, peer to peer learning, knowledge exchange to expand  the reach of positive 

research impact.
• Networking
• Capacity building
• Institutional collaborative research
• Local expertise, presence on ground
• Local knowledge, agricultural expertise and connections with national organisations



What could you offer a new partnership or consortium?
• Communications for development expertise
• Expertise in anthropology and biodiversity in partnership with local communities.
• To be part of the consortium in grant writing.
• Lead or sub bringing field presence in latin america and SSA, expertise in biodiversity, climate 

change adaptation, agroecology, localisation, gender transformative approaches
• Knowledge Sharing
• Network
• Research into climate change adaptation strategies to benefit communities that are most 

vulnerable to the effects of climate change.
• Shared knowledge
• Research and communication skills
• Professional experience in the area of sustainable development and green economy
• Networks at country level, expertise
• Weather Impact consultancy 
• Climate adaptation services



Some top tips for developing new partnerships
1. Map your stakeholders 
2. Identify shared interests 
3. Be honest about power dynamics and build trust and mutual understanding
4. Bring in differences in expertise and networks
5. Clarify roles and responsibilities
6. Develop processes to continually exchange ideas
7. Sustaining longer-term relations
